10 To take necessary measures for the development and conservation of the environment.

11 To fulfill the commitment of the government and to take necessary action to protect the law and order.

12 Birth and Death Registration.

13 Protecting public places, open spaces, parks and playgrounds.

14 lights on the streets and public places of Union Parishad

15 Plantation and preservation and prevention of theft and destruction of trees.
